Introduction
This tutorial explain how to create and deploy a MVC4 web application that using command line exe for
PowerPoint to HTMLS5 conversion.

Tested machines:

We tested the HTML5 SDK web application in the following combinations.
Win 8 x64, PowerPoint 2013 x64, IIS 8.0

Win 8.1 x64, PowerPoint 2013 x64, 1IS 8.5

Win Server 2008 x64, PowerPoint 2013 x64, IIS 7.0

Install WebDeploy_amd64 for Publishing the App.
Install HTML5Point SDK latest version (4.0.51 later)

Target Machine:

PowerPoint 2007 or later.

Install HTML5Point SDK latest version (4.0.51 or later)

Install WebDeploy_amd64 for Importing the App.



Create command line exe using HTMLS5Point SDK

Install latest HTML5Point SDK. And then create a command line exe for PowerPoint to HTML5
conversion.
